EOC 
The Florida U.S. History End-of-Course (EOC) Assessment is a state-mandated test designed to measure student 
understanding of U.S. History, especially from Reconstruction to the present. It’s typically taken by high school 
students at the end of their U.S. History course. 
United States History End-of-Course Assessment Overview 
 
EOC Computer-Adaptive Testing: A CAT is a test that adjusts question difficulty in real-time based on 
each student’s responses. If you answer a question correctly, the next one is harder; if incorrect, it gets 
easier.
